1.  Opening of the meeting and welcome

Ms. Ingrid Lycke Ellingsen, the NDPHS PH EG Chair, who will share the chairing of the Meeting with Mr, Zaza Tsereteli, the ITA, will open the meeting and welcome the participants, including the guests. 

The representative of the Host country, the Finish Ministry of Justice, is invited to welcome the participants.

2.  Adoption of the Agenda

The Meeting is invited to adopt the Provisional agenda with timetable (submitted as document PH 8/3/1).

3.  News from the last CSR meeting in Gdansk, Strategic Working group meetings,  SILWHA meeting in Ôstersund, and other relevant meetings, including meetings in Belarus and Portugal
The Chair, the ITA,  and the meeting participants will inform about meetings of relevance to the NDPHS, in which they have taken part since the last PH EG meeting. The information includes reports from the CSR meeting in Gdansk, EG’s Chairs and ITA’s meeting in Brussels, Strategic Working group meeting in Gdansk, HIV/AIDS EG meeting in Ottawa, SILWHA group meeting in Sweden, meeting with Belarus Prison authorities and EMCDDA representatives, and other meetings where issues related to the work of PH EG were discussed.

The Meeting is invited to take note of the presented information.

4.  Country reviews and WHO HIPP Network activity updates
The EG members are invited to present information regarding the current situation within the Penitentiary systems of their respective countries. The representative from the WHO HIPP network will update the group members on ongoing and planned activities within the HIPP in general and in relation to NDPHS partner countries. 

The Meeting is invited to take note of the presented information and decide, as appropriate.

5. The Penitentiary system in Finland
The Finish representative of the EG is invited to present the structure of the Finish Penitentiary system, in addition to objectives and activities of the health care service.

The Meeting is invited to take note of and/or consider the information provided by the Finish  member of PH EG and, if necessary, decide, as appropriate 

6. Health care system in the Russian Penitentiary system. Situation with Infectious Diseases in the Russian Prisons
The newly nominated representative from the Russian Penitentiary system, is invited to present the current structure of the health care service within the Russian Penitentiary system, and to give an overview of the situation of HIV/AIDS and TB in the Russian Prisons. 
The Meeting may also wish to discuss other matters of relevance to this issues and decide, as appropriate 
7. FILHA activities in NW Russia
Ms. Rauni Rauhonen ,representative from FILHA,  is invited to present activities of FILHA in NW Russia. The project ”Fighting tuberculosis in Saint Petersburg and Leningrad Region” is a joint new project of the Finnish Ministry of Justice and the Ministry of Social Welfare and Health, which is implemented by FILHA. The Finnish Ministry of Justice accomplished earlier a project ” Development of the penitentiary care in North West Russia: fighting tuberculosis” from the year 2002 to 2008 with the expertise of FILHA. The long term objective of the project is the improvement of the tuberculosis situation in St. Petersburg and Leningrad Region in both the civilian and the penitentiary sector in such a way that tuberculosis does not present a health threat.
The Meeting is invited to take note of and/or consider the information provided by the FILHA representative 

8. Side event on Prison Health in Oslo.  Drafting of the Oslo Declaration. Next step
The Chair will inform about the ongoing activities related to a one-day side event (conference): GOOD PRISON HEALTH – BETTER PUBLIC HEALTH – SAFER SOCIETY, which will take place in Oslo, on November 24, 2009, the day before the PAC Ministerial meeting.  This conference has been initiated by the NDPHS with the aim to discuss and present in more details correctional facilities as public health stations that have a significant impact on the health status of the community at large, including the development of a safer society.  At the end of the meeting the participants will approve a conference Declaration (which will be elaborated in close collaboration with all Expert groups and NDPHS partner countries). The Declaration will be presented to the Ministerial meeting (PAC), which will take place the day after the side event, for  possible adoption by the politicians. 

The first draft of the Declaration has been distributed among the group members and the chairs and ITAs of the other expert groups.  NDPHS Expert Group representatives will be invited to take part in the discussions and the revision of the draft.

The meting will take note of the comments made and decide as appropriate

9. HIPP meeting in Madrid and other forthcoming meetings
The next HIPP Network Meeting and International Conference ‘Prison Health Protection’ will take place on 27-31 October 2009, in Madrid, Spain. The HIPP Network Meeting will be held on 28 October after which a 2-day International Conference will follow.  The 2-day International Conference ‘Prison Health Protection’, on 29-30 October 2009, will mainly focus on blood borne viruses and other communicable diseases. 

The Medical service of the Department of execution of punishments of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus in cooperation with the project of Global Fund «Support the government program “Tuberculosis” in the Republic of Belarus», is planning the 4th International scientifically-practical conference «Actual problems of penitentiary medicine». This conference will take place in Minsk on  8-10 September,. 2009.  More than 180 persons from countries of the former USSR, western Europe, USA and Canada are invited to participate in the conference.
Following its preliminary invitation to host the CSR 16. Meeting, on 26 March 2009, Latvia informed that the next meeting of CSR will take place in Riga on 15-16 October, 2009.

The next PAC Ministerial meeting will be hosted by the Government of Norway. The meeting will take place in Oslo, on November 26, 2009.

The meeting took note of the information provided.

10.  Next meeting
The next meeting of PH EG will take place in Oslo, on 23 November, 2009, the day before the side event on Prison Health. 

The Chair has invited the Partners to host the next meetings of the EG in 2010 and, to that end, recalled that the Russian Prison authorities had offered to host meetings in Arkhanglesk in March, 2010, Discussions with the Polish Prison authorities on holding a meeting in Krakow is also on the agenda.

The Meeting took note of the presented information, 

11.  Any other business

The meeting participants are invited to discuss any other issues of relevance to the meeting, which were not included into the agenda. 

The Canadian member of PH EG has distributed a so-called environmental scan which was developed in Canada  in the fall of 2008 to support and provide information for a renewed public health strategy for the Correctional Services Canada.  The scan identifies a number of best practices that are of interest to us as we develop our new public health strategy, and it provides a snapshot of public health activities in a wide range of settings

The meeting took note of the information provided.

12. Adoption of the meeting minutes

It is proposed that the draft PH EG meeting minutes are sent to the participants at the end of July, and that comments on the draft would be due one month later. Revised minutes would then be distributed within a week, to be adopted on silent procedure, if no further comments are submitted within the next week.
