ÅWeb site for children and adolescents on prevention 
of abuse with a possibility to get an online 
consultation. The web site has information on safe 
sexual behavior.

Street children in St. Petersburg

Implementation period: 1995 ï 2012. 

Target group: street children and adolescents and their 
family members (10-20% are victims of CSEC).  

Main activities.  

Å Providing low threshold medical, social and 
psychological assistance to street children and their 
family members; 

Å Development of a network of ñtrustedò specialists and 
partner organizations; 

Å Mobile school for street children; 

Å One of the program components ï assistance to 
children living with HIV/ AIDS, children who have drug 
or alcohol abuse.  

Efficacy: reports on the number of children supported for the 
exact period of time, number of children  who got 
assistance in medical and social care organizations, 
number of children returned back home. No special data 
on HIV component.  

 

 

 

 

 



Supporting social and rehabilitation centers and 

shelters in health education 

Authors: Regional NGO Stellit and THL (former STAKES). 

Implementation period: 2007 - 2009. 

Target groups: staff of social and rehabilitation centers and 
shelters and children who stay there.  

Main activities.  

Å Baseline survey; 

Å Forming health care teams in each institution, training 
for their members on healthy life style forming and risky 
behavior prevention; 

Å Providing support to health care teams in development 
and implementation of prevention activities in their 
institution including HIV prevention; 

Å Efficacy estimation. 

Efficacy: before and after survey among children and staff 
who took part in the program, the knowledge on HIV has 
been significantly improved both among staff and 
children.

HIV prevention among children and 

adolescents in St. Petersburg 
Author: NGO ñDoctors to childrenò. 

Implementation period: since 2006. 

Target groups: street children, adolescents and youth of 14-
21 years old in difficult life situation and practicing risky 
behavior.  

Main activities:  

Å Support for street children living with HIV/ AIDS. 

Å Prevention training ñStepsò. 

Efficacy: 

To estimate the efficacy of assistance to street children 
living with HIV/ AIDS results of each case are analyzed and 
the work of the service at whole is estimated. No data 
available. 

To estimate training structured interviews, focus groups and 
observation before, right after and 4 months after training 
have been used. HIV knowledge, skills of condom use, 
readiness to communicate with HIV-positive people, 
believes that the person could protect him/herself from HIV 
have been significantly improved.
